In 2020 our programs and impact grew as 
we responded to families needs during the 
pandemic. 

Thanks to our volunteers and partners, since 
2007, Kenzi's Causes has impacted 102,649 
children's lives in our communities! Kenzi's 
Causes was considered an essential organization, and 
awarded Emergency Grant Funding that assisted with 
rent and provided gift cards for food assistance. We 
were able to continue helping families  with meals and 
support through our Kenzi's Kidz program. Our Packz 
4 Kidz program impacted even more children this 
year. We knew families needed our backpacks full of 
school supplies, and the Packz 4 Kidz program not only 
continued to support students in Greeley, but was also 
expanded into Avon, Pueblo and Colorado Springs. 

Despite lockdowns in December and less funding, 
Kenzi's Causes programs were able to operate all of our 
Toy Shops safely and impact more children in Colorado. 

Our annual holiday Toy Drive in Colorado serves 
children who would not otherwise have toys during 
the holidays. 

Kenzi's Causes partners with more 
than 100 agencies around the state 
including schools, health and human services, foster 
care organizations, hospitals, churches, nonprofits, and 
shelters. In addition we partner with six agencies to work 
with families in our Kenzi's Kidz program. By partnering 
with these organizations we are able to impact and serve 
a greater number of children and families in the most 
need. From our headquarters in Denver we serve clients 
all over the state including Denver, La Salle, Fort Collins, 
Monte Vista, Colorado Springs, Longmont,  Rifle, Avon, 
Granby, Greeley and Pueblo.

Kenzi's Causes (formerly Dolls for Daughters) is 
a 501(c)3 non-profit organization (EIN: 26-4678835). 
Our MISSION is to support underprivileged children 
and their families in Colorado by providing toys, food, 
and more during the holidays, school supplies and 
clothing during the school year, and assisting families 
through community outreach, financial planning and 
professional support. 

Kenzi's Causes was founded in 2007 after our Executive 
Director and Founder, Jessica Bachus, gave birth to a 
stillborn daughter: Kenzi. Through her grief, Jessica has 
grown Kenzi's Causes from a handful of dolls given out 
that first Christmas time to over 12,947 families being 
impacted  by our three programs all across the state 
of Colorado over the last 11 years. Since 2007, we 
have donated over 738,319 toys and backpacks 
to underprivileged children in Colorado.

As you can see, with such amazing growth in just 11 
short years—Kenzi's Causes is a community partner 
that is on the rise and continues to give more and 
more to Colorado kids in need. That's why we need 
you: corporate sponsors are the lifeblood of our 
mission and in 2021 we will support several Colorado 
communities through our annual Kenzi’s Kidz, Packz 
4 Kidz, and Toy Shop programs.

In 2010 Kenzi’s Kidz was launched—a program 
that helps relieve the financial burdens of low-income 
families who are taking necessary steps to create a 
stable environment for their children. Kenzi’s Kidz gives 
the children in these families the fundamental items 
needed to succeed in school, such as school supplies, 
clothing, extracurricular activities and birthday and 
holiday gifts for a year.

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As a part of our original Kenzi’s Kidz program, Packz 4 
Kidz began providing backpacks and school supplies 
for the children who were a part of, or alumni of, the 
program. In 2015, we expanded the program outside 
of our Kenzi’s Kidz program to include any family in 
need of assistance.

As the number of children in the program has grown, 
so has the number of backpacks and school supplies 
we need for them. In 2020 Packz 4 Kidz expanded 
into Pueblo, Colorado Springs, and supported 

students in Greeley and Avon. Our Packz 4 Kidz 
program impacted 3,943 children. The majority of 
the families received assistance from our Packz 4 Kidz 
program for the first time.

To provide as many children as we possibly can with 
backpacks and school supplies this fall, we hope 
you will consider supporting us with donations or 
as a sponsor.
